A random 
draw, held in the SHSAA office, determines the placing on the draw (Except districts with two representatives, one 
representative is placed in the top half the other rep in the bottom half).  Once a school qualifies, you must contact 
the provincial commissioner and SHSAA office. Please NOTIFY the PROVINCIAL commissioner and the SHSAA 
office by noon Monday, March 2, 2009 or earlier.
