ELIGIBILITY:

Student athlete eligibility form (Form E-5) for Soccer is due on, or before, September 7. Forms must be
filled out and filed on-line via the SHSAA web S|te (www shsaa.ca). Those schools wishing to play 7v7
must notify the SHSAA office by September ot

REGIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS - playoffs will take place on October 21* and 22",

The tentative regions for soccer are posted on the website. The lists will be subject to change based on
registration of teams this year. The district deS|gnated to host will need to declare a host school and
notify the SHSAA office. After September 30™ enrolment declarations, schools that have a change of
25% or more in enrolment that causes the school to change classification from the previous year will be
reclassified and placed in an appropriate region. The SHSAA office will seed all regional and provincial
tournaments. It is |mperat|ve that all soccer teams complete and forward a seeding form to the
SHSAA office by October 14™. Soccer Seeding Form E-16

In 7v7, 1A, and 2A classifications there will be 2 or 4 regional tournaments depending on the number of
entries into the playoffs. If there are more than 15 entries then four regional tournaments will be created
each advancing two teams to an eight team provincial championship. If 15 or fewer teams are entered in
the playoffs then there will be two regional tournaments created each advancing two teams to a four team
provincial championship. In each instance the region with the team hosting the provincial championship
will only advance one team in addition to the provincial host.

In the 3A classification each of the four regions will advance two teams to an eight team provincial
championship. Regina and Saskatoon will advance teams from their league playoffs while Region A and
D will advance teams from a seeded tournament of the teams listed. In each instance the region with the
team hosting the provincial championship will only advance one team in addition to the provincial host.

PROVINCIAL CHAMPIONSHIPS - playoffs will take place on October 28" and 29™.

The host location for the 7v7 provincial championships will be determined by the Executive at
meetings scheduled for September 11 - 12, 2011. Any schools mterested in hosting the
championships should provide a written bid to the SHSAA office by September o™

The draw templates and schedules for regional and provincial competitions are included as part of this
document and are subject to change. Remember that the SHSAA website is your most current source of
information.

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The following are the amendments for the SHSAA 7 v 7 provincial playoffs:
The SHSAA has adopted the FIFA (International) rules, with the following SHSAA amendments and
points of emphasis:
a) Rosters will be limited to 14 players per team.
b) A match may not start if either team consists of less than 5 players.
¢) Unlimited substitution may be made during the game.
d) Size of playing field
Length — 80 to 110 yards
Width — 40 to 65 yards
e) Playing field must be well marked, level and free of holes, rocks, and any other obstructions.
f) Field markings will be in accordance with those laid out in the FIFA Laws of the Game.
g) Goals should be of standard size (24’ x 8).
h) The game shall be composed of two 35 minute halves with a 10 minute break at half time.
i) TIE MATCHES: In playoff games, knockout tournaments, etc. where there is a need to have a
winner declared, should a match end in a draw at the end of regulation time:
1) Overtime periods will be 2-5 minute halves. The following procedures would be used at the
end of regulation time:
a) A coin is tossed and the team that wins the toss decides which goal it will attack in the
first half of the match.
b) The other team takes the kick-off to start the match.
¢) The team that wins the toss takes the kickoff to start the second half of the match.
d) In the second half of the match the teams change ends and attack the opposite goals.
If still tied:
2) Each team shall take five penalty kicks. The kicks shall be taken in alternate order by five
different players of each team at the same goal. No player shall kick more than once until all
eligible players have had a kick. The eligible players are those who were on the field of play at the
end of regulation play. (See the appropriate ruling in the "Laws of the Game.")
j) Shin guards are mandatory for all players involved in SHSAA soccer programs.
