While the applicant’s Grade XII High School Transcript will be taken into consideration,
scholastic achievement will not necessarily be the determining factor in the awarding of the
scholarships. The Educational Awards Committee, in keeping with Kiwanis principles, will take into
consideration such additional factors as leadership, character, community activities, etc., as well as
the financial need of the applicant. The decision of the committee will be final
